The Community Center invites you to a fundraising party on Thursday June 17, hosted by City of Atlanta Councilman Kwanza Hall. Councilman Hall has been a big supporter of the Center and its future, and we’re honored that he’s sponsoring this gathering.

Our campaign to renovate the Center has been moving along, despite the economy. We are pleased to share these developments with you:

• More than $315,000 has been raised to date, almost a third of our campaign goal.

• The Center has been awarded grants totaling $30,500 from the Tull Foundation, the Rich Foundation and an anonymous family foundation.

• Home Depot has selected the Center as a site for a major volunteer effort (with donation of needed materials) in July 2010.

• The Center is one of 12 Atlanta organizations to be selected by Sevananda Natural Foods to receive a percentage of all sales during the month of November.

• We have doubled the space that is available to neighborhood groups for short-term rental.

• Residents of the building, in collaboration with our professional staff, have just completed a new Strategic Plan. 

• We’ve raised about two-thirds of what is needed to complete the purchase and installation of an elevator, the first major element in our renovation plan. All permits and plans have been approved, and we’re waiting for the final contract from the City of Atlanta.

From the volunteer-driven WRFG, to Art PAPERS and the Mask Center with their international followers, to regional arts leaders like Horizon Theatre and Alternate ROOTS, to more than a dozen local artists whose studios provide creative space – the building is full of life and vitality. We’re proud to continue the legacy of community service that began in 1918 when students and teachers first came to Moreland Elementary School.
